Globally, COVID-19 cases have surpassed 23.31 million with more than 806,000 deaths.

The total number of cases in the U.S. increased from 5,551,793 as reported on Friday 8/21/2020 to 5,682,491 reported
today. The number of deaths in the U.S. increased from 173,490 to 176,223.

Antibody tests showed that the patient did
not have any detectable antibody to the coronavirus when he was reinfected but developed detectable antibodies after
reinfection.

evidence AND either clinical criteria OR epidemiologic evidence; or iii) meeting vital records criteria with no
confirmatory laboratory testing performed for COVID19.

State and local public health departments are now testing and publicly reporting their cases. In the event of a discrepancy
between CDC cases and cases reported by state and local public health officials, data reported by states should be
considered the most up to date.

Twenty-five public health labs in California are testing samples for COVID-19. These labs include the California
Department of Public Health’s Laboratory in Richmond, Alameda, Butte, Contra Costa, Fresno, Humboldt, Imperial,
Long Beach, Los Angeles, Monterey, Napa-Solano-Yolo-Marin (located in Solano), Orange, Riverside, Sacramento, San
Bernardino, San Diego, San Francisco, San Joaquin, San Luis Obispo, San Mateo, Santa Clara, Shasta, Sonoma, Tulare
and Ventura County public health laboratories. The Richmond Laboratory will provide diagnostic testing within a 48-
hour turnaround time. This means California public health officials will get test results sooner, so that patients will get
the best care.
